Lower margin of carapace serrate for about half its length. 

W e l l developed sinus on anterior margin, strong tonth on aterior ventral nnm^r 

Carapace rectangular, anterior margin truncate, usually with two dorsally projecting 

teeth and one ventrallv projecting tooth on each side of carapace 

Species highly variable with respect to basal joint of exopod. numbers and 

locations of s e t a e and spines on the c a r a p a c e . ;
