| DIAGNOSTIC CHARACTERS:

Carapace: Elongate; greatest height anterior to midpoint; dorsoposterior slightly
produced.

Ornamentation: Surface smooth.

Infold: Area dorsal to rostrum with about 53 short bare bristles, broad area ventral to
incisor with 29 short bare bristles.

Selvage: Narrow with short lamellar prolongation, prolongation wider ventral to incisor,
within incisor fringed with many fine hairs.

Muscular Scars: Indistinct circular pattern of 16, ovoid, some divided, ventro-anterior
to mid-point.
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
