Female:

G1, palm oblique, elongate, nearly flat; article 2, posterior margin setose
G1, article 5 posterior margin, normal and unproduced

(2 defining corner rounded, but not bulging

G2, article 2 not produced or weakly so

Coxae 1-5 weakly setose

G1, palm convex, flat or scarcely sinuous

Eye normal

(G2, palm excavate or sinuous
