Coloration: 

Defining Characteristics: 

- Carapace flat or slightly convex 
Carapace more oblong than Pinnixa franciscana 

- Carapace twice as wide as long 
- Carapace not strongly calcified 
- Anterolateral aspect of carapace with granulate or serrate edge 
- Chela fingers meet 
- Anterior face of chela entirely smooth, without granules (males) 
- Line of coarse granules just above ventral margin of propodus and scattered 

granules over rest of propodus (females and immature males) 
- Fixed finger of chela straight or curving upward, not deflexed 
- Dactylus nearly equal to or exceeding length of propodus on P4
